
The Chianti Hills are as famed

for their beauty as for their dark

red wines. Hill-top villages crown

the rolling landscapes, and every

church seems to contain a fine

painting. As you cycle along, you

will encounter an extraordinary

sense of history, from Siena•s

splendid Campo to the towers of

San Gimignano, and the alluring timelessness of the

countryside in between.

ARRIVALat the Hotel Garden in Siena. This former summer home of a
Sienese noble family stands on the outskirts of Siena with its shady
gardens and views over the nearby city, where you have a choice from
many appealing restaurants for dinner.

DAY 1: FORTIFIED HILL-TOP TOWNS(25km) You begin by
cycling north-west to the fortified hamlet of Monteriggioni. Formerly Siena•s
northernmost bastion during the wars with Florence, it sits like a hill-top
crown with 14 towers and a neat circle of walls. You continue along quiet
lanes to Colle Val d•Elsa, where you stay at the 4-star Relais della Rovere,
stylishly converted from an 11th-century abbey and boasting large attractive
gardens and a swimming pool. There are views over to the atmospheric
upper town, where there is a good choice of restaurants for dinner.

DAY 2: CIRCUIT TO SAN GIMIGNANO (31km) A winding
country lane takes you north-west towards the famed towers of San
Gimignano. Enter via one of the town•s ancient gates and take time to
visit the many museums and galleries. San Gimignano is utterly unique,
and is popular in summer, so we recommend that you allow plenty of
time to stroll along its streets, absorbing the atmosphere of its palaces
and ancient houses.

DAY 3: ACROSS THE MONTAGNOLA(39km) Today•s route
crosses the ancient wooded hills of Montagnola. There are plenty of
small villages and hamlets to discover along the way,
such as Scorgiano - where it is possible to pre-arrange
wine-tasting from a small local producer - and
Pievescola. You stay at the Borgo di Stigliano, a
stylishly renovated country house set in picturesque
countryside, and eat at the nearby village restaurant
(closed Monday when a short taxi transfer is required
to another nearby restaurant - pay locally).

DAY 4: AROUND STIGLIANO(15km)Relax by
the hotel•s outdoor pool, or take our gentle circuit via
Brenna or the historic hamlet of Torri. 

DAY 5: THE WAY TO SIENA(30km)Today•s
route takes you along strade bianche(gravelled
country roads) as you enjoy idyllic Tuscan views on
the way back to Siena, where you stay at the stylish
Palazzo Ravizza for your final two nights. 

DAY 6: MAGNIFICENT SIENA Your hotel, a former Renaissance
palace, is located just a few minutes• walk from Siena•s historic centre.
Compact and bustling, Siena is best explored on foot, so there is no
need to cycle on your final day. Soak up the atmosphere of this
mesmerising city with its Renaissance masterpieces, Gothic Palazzo
Pubblico and a wealth of other sights.
